The purpose of this workshop is to discuss the available methods of analysis, with practical lab based demonstrations on certain key methods, review QUASIMEME biotoxin exercises to date with a view to tailoring future proficiency testing schemes and to give a forum for participants to improve their knowledge of the practical elements of implementing such methods.
This workshop will be held at the Marine Institute facilities in Galway, Ireland. This workshop is organised by QUASIMEME, in collaboration with the Marine Institute, Galway, Ireland.
